So what happens next?

· When the registration form is received …….
The information is used to advertise your volunteering opportunities in several ways i.e. on our web based database www.do-it.org.uk, our own website www.volunteersunderland.org.uk, in our Volunteering Opportunities Directories, in Sunderland Echo’s Helping Hands column and Radio Newcastle etc.
· When interest is expressed in a volunteering opportunity ……
The interested individual will be given the contact details you have provided us with and asked to contact you direct.  We recommend that you follow up this interest with the individuals within a 2 week period.  This also applies for those organisations who may recruit via information events/sessions

· On Going Support provided…….

The Volunteer Centre will provide member organisations with ongoing support, advice and guidance when requested, in all volunteering related areas such as volunteering policies, volunteer recruitment, selection and retention, volunteers and the law, training opportunities etc etc.
